DOT regulations concerning the packaging of your materials—whether they are picked up or mailed back—must also be met before they can be transferred.
All regulations tend to separate medical waste items into similar categories (e.g., sharps, pharmaceutical, anatomical waste), and each category requires a different predisposal treatment, so you need to ensure your employees know how to properly sort and package medical waste.

Furthermore, OSHA requires that all employees be trained to properly handle and store medical waste annually.
